The shipping cartan contains two 201
speakers labeled Part 1 and Part 2. Unpack
each speaker carefully, saving the carton and
all packaging matenals for possible later use.

If either speaker appears to be damaged
when unpacking, da not aperate tha
damaged unit. Repack both speakers in their
original carton and natify your authorized
Bose dealer immediately.

chnices for speaker
placement

Your 201 system is designed for use in &
wide variety of sound environments and
placement positions. The basic guidelines
below are intended to simplify your choices.

For lifelike sound

201 speakers provide the best parformance
when space around the cabinets allows the
music ta flow freely, reflecting off neary
walls to create a wide, transparent stereo
image. See Figure 1 on page 3

Hard materials — wood, brick, glass, shest
rock, or paneling — generally provide the
rmast effective sound reflection. Uphalstered
furnishings and heavy drapes are more
sound absarbent.

The size of your room and the proximity of
the speakers to one another will help in
determining how you want 1o orient your
speakers in their horizontal (pookshelf)
pasition. In larger rooms, where the speak-
ers will be located far apart, you may prefer
to have the speakers orignted with their grille
covered ends toward each other, providing
mare intimate sound. Part | will become your
right speaker, and Part 2 will be your left
speaker. This arrangement is generally
preferred, oo, if the speakers will be used in
conjunction with a TV or VCR, requiring a
strong centar image. (See the For use with
video section on the next pags.)




In smaller rooms, where the speakers will be
placed relatively close together, mare
spacious sound may be preferred, This can
be achieved by orienting each speaker with
its grille covered end facing cutward and
away from the ather speaker. In this
arrangement, Part | will be your left speaker
and Part 2 will ba your right speaker

With the orientation of vour speakers
determined, place the left and right speak-
ars an the left and right sides of the roam,
raespectively, spacing them 3 to 12 feet (9 to
3.6 m) apart. Vertical placerment, so the
tweeters face directly up ar down, is not
recammendad

Position the speakers af least 12 inches (30
cm) away from side walls.

For bass response

The most accurate bass response resulis
when the speakers are set less than 18
inches (45 cm) away from the wall behind
thern, and maore than 18 inches from the
floor or ceiling. Avoid placing the speakers
exactly halfway between the flocr and
ceiling.

If your music system seems to be lacking in
deep bass, try moving the speakers closer
ta the wall behind them andior nearer to the
corners of the listening room. Haawy,
“booming” bass can be softenad by moving
the speakers away from corners and walls.

For use with video

The 201" speakers are suitable for videa
sound applications. Place one speaker on
either side of your TV screen, making sure
thal each speaker is af least 24 inches from
the screen to avoid picture interference. See
Far lifefike sound, previous page

c:mnecting your
speaker wires

Use of the proper gauge (thickness) of
speaker wire is important. Standard zip cord
(2-conductor, 18-gauge wire found at
alectrical and hardware stores) can be used
in most applications. If vour speakers will be
positionad more than 30 feet from the
receiver ar amplifier, check with your Bosa
dealer or refer to the wire gauge specifica-
tions at the back of this guide.

To make the proper connections

Refer to figure 2, next page.

Turn off your amplifier ar receiver and unplu‘
it from the AC (mains) power outlet before
connecting any wires.

Caulion: if the ampiifier or receiver is not

turmad off, damage 1o your system may
OCour.

Preparation

Al the ends of @ach caord, strip approximately
1/2 inch (12 mm) of insulation from each
wire, Twist the stripped wire ends and note
that ane wira is plain and the other is marked
(stripad, ribbed, or collarad),

Connection #1

Salect one cord and connect it ta the et
channel of your amplifier or receiver.

@ Attach one stripped end of the marked
wira to the red (+) terminal,

@ Afttach the stripped end of the plain wire
to the black (=) terminal.
